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Electronic Cigarettes (e-cigarettes)
The management Committee has given serious and lengthy consideration to the subject of whether or not the use of e-cigarettes should be permitted on the premises. The relevant documentation from both the British Medical Association and ASH ( Action on Smoking and Health) has been taken into consideration.

The ban on smoking in public places has reinforced in many people’s minds that such behaviour has gone from a normal, widely accepted activity to one that is abnormal and unaccepted.

There are real concerns that e-cigarettes will undermine this process, threatening the now established practise of smoke free public places.

The decision has been taken to prohibit the use of e-cigarettes within the building.

This is applying the same restrictions on these that are in place for the use of normal tobacco cigarettes.

This decision has been taken in order to:

· Protect others from being exposed to e-cigarette vapours;
· Ensure their use does not undermine existing restrictions and confuse the message that there is no smoking on the premises; and

· To prevent their use from becoming a source of conflict between Management Committee and hirers
